Estimados y estimadas estudiantes:

Esperamos que se encuentren en buena salud al recibo de este mensaje. Ayer, la Gobernadora anuncié que el 22
de agosto entrard en vigor una nueva Orden Ejecutiva que fortalecerd las medidas de control tomadas por el
Estado para enfrentar la pandemia del coronavirus (OE-2020-62).

A continuacion, un resumen de lo que se ha anunciado que incluira la nueva OE:

§ Toque de queda contintia de 10 p.m. a 5 a.m.

§ Se establece un “lockdown” de 24 horas los domingos. Se prohiben actividades sociales o familiares,
publicas o privadas. Solo se podra salir a recibir un servicio esencial o a supermercados, farmacias y ferreterias.

§ Se mantiene prohibicion de venta de alcohol después de las 7 p.m. de lunes a sabado y en todo momento los
domingos.

§ Seré obligatorio que cada patrono notifique al Departamento de Salud los casos positivos o sospechosos de
#COVID19: covidpatronos@salud.pr.gov

§ Uso obligatorio de mascarillas.

§ De lunes a domingo, restaurantes solo podran vender por servicarro, “carry out” o “delivery”. Si tienen
espacios al aire libre, pueden ocuparlos en 25% mediante reservacion previa, de lunes a sabado. Deben
mantener distancia de 6 a 9 pies entre comensales. Salones comedores permaneceran cerrados los domingos.

§ Queda prohibido consumo de bebidas alcohodlicas en estacionamientos, espacios publicos o zonas aledafias a
comercios, incluyendo gasolineras. De permitir esta actividad, los duefios de comercios se exponen a la
suspension de sus licencias.

§ Negocios de venta de bebidas alcoholicas permaneceran cerrados durante los proximos 21 dias.

§ Supermercados: Deben garantizar el distanciamiento social dentro del comercio y la limpieza de sus carritos
de compra.

§ Bancos e instituciones financieras: Solamente estaran autorizados a ofrecer servicios para depoésitos, retiros y
pagos.



§ Lavanderias y viveros: Seguiran operando a 25% de capacidad.
§ Se extiende la vigencia para renovacion de marbetes durante esta Orden Ejecutiva.

§ Se prohiben filas en comercios al detal. Podran abrir de lunes a sdbado, con hasta 25% de ocupacion. Lo
mismo aplica a centros comerciales. No podran operar cines, areas de juegos o “valet parking”.

§ En centros comerciales cerrados, ocupacion sera de 1 persona por cada 100 pies cuadrados.

§ Actividades recreativas y deportivas estan autorizadas al aire libre y durante el horario establecido por el
toque de queda. Estan prohibidos los ejercicios en grupo.

§ Solo deportes en las playas. No se permiten neveritas, ni sillas de playa. Cerradas los domingos.
§ Concesionarios de autos seguiran abriendo de lunes a sabado.

§ Centros de cuido de nifios podran seguir operando en cumplimiento con guias establecidas.

§ Funerarias no pueden exceder ocupacion del 25%.

§ Transporte publico continta suspendido.

§ Clases presenciales en escuelas publicas y privadas no comenzaran hasta tanto se evidencie una disminucion
de los casos confirmados diarios de #COVID19.

§ Deporte hipico podra operar con medidas establecidas previamente.

§ Las Iglesias podran operar, siempre y cuando cumplan con los protocolos establecidos y no excedan el 25%
de su capacidad.

Esta nueva orden estard vigente desde el 22 de agosto hasta el 11 de septiembre de 2020. Si tienen alguna duda

Dear students:

We hope that you are in good health upon receipt of this message. Yesterday, the Governor announced that a
new Executive Order (EO) will enter into force on August 22, which will strengthen the control measures taken
by the government to face the coronavirus pandemic (OE-2020-62).

Here is a summary of the variations that the new EO will include:

§ Curfew continues from 10 p.m. at 5 a.m.



§ A 24-hour lockdown is established on Sundays. Social and family events/activities, both public and private,
are prohibited. You can only go out to receive an essential service or to supermarkets, pharmacies and hardware
stores.

§ Prohibition of sale of alcohol is maintained after 7 p.m. Monday to Saturday, and all day on Sundays.

§ It will be mandatory for each employer to notify the Department of Health of positive or suspected cases of #
COVID19: covidpatronos@salud.pr.gov

§ Mandatory use of masks.
§ From Monday to Sunday, restaurants can only sell by drive-thru, "carry out" or "delivery". If they have
outdoor spaces, they can be occupied by 25% with prior reservation, from Monday to Saturday. They should

maintain a distance of 6 to 9 feet between diners. Dining rooms will be closed on Sundays.

§ Consumption of alcoholic beverages in parking lots, public spaces or areas near shops, including gas stations,
is prohibited. By allowing this activity, business owners risk having their licenses suspended.

§ Businesses dedicated to selling alcoholic beverages will be closed for the next 21 days.

§ Supermarkets: They must guarantee social distancing within the business and the cleanliness of their
shopping carts.

§ Banks and financial institutions: They will only be authorized to offer services for deposits, withdrawals and
payments.

§ Laundries and nurseries (plants): They will continue to operate at 25% capacity.

§ Due date for renewal of car tags is extended during this Executive Order.

§ Cue lines in retail stores are prohibited. They may open from Monday to Saturday, with up to 25%
occupancy. The same applies to shopping centers. They will not be able to operate cinemas, playgrounds or
“valet parking”.

§ In closed shopping centers, occupancy will be 1 person per 100 square feet.

§ Recreational and sports activities are authorized outdoors and during the hours established by the curfew.
Group exercises are prohibited.

§ Only sports on the beaches. Coolers and beach chairs are not allowed. Closed on Sundays.

§ Car dealerships will continue to open Monday through Saturday.

§ Childcare centers may continue to operate in compliance with established guidelines.

§ Funeral homes cannot exceed 25% occupancy.

§ Public transportation remains suspended.

§ Face-to-face classes in public and private schools will not begin until there is evidence of a decrease in daily

confirmed cases of # COVID19.
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§ Equestrian sport may operate with previously established measures.

§ Churches may operate, as long as they comply with the established protocols and do not exceed 25% of their
capacity.

This new order will be in effect from August 22 to September 11, 2020. If you have any questions, do not
hesitate to contact us.
